Early in my teaching career, my supervising teacher  remarked at the close of what had been an other-
wise complimentary evaluation, that I needed to wor k on becoming more flexible.  Flexibility is a trai t 
that does not come naturally for most of us, but on ce acquired can be very advantageous in that it 
helps us to better respond to the unexpected and of ten opens us and our lives up to unthought-of and 
unsought blessings.   

 
Consider the situation of Mary, the mother of Jesus , betrothed to marry Joseph, a lo-
cal carpenter.  Suddenly, she was visited by the an gel Gabriel and informed that by 
the overshadowing of the Holy Spirit, she would con ceive and bear a baby that 
would be the Son of God.   Confronted with a life-a ltering change to her circum-
stances and one that threatened to completely disru pt her plans and even to bring 
great ridicule and persecution upon her because of the appearance of having con-
ceived a child out of wedlock, it would have been n atural and understandable for 

Mary to have resisted God’s call on her life; howev er, she responded:  “ Behold, I am the servant of the 
Lord; let it be to me according to your word” (Luke  1:38).  Mary certainly scored high marks in flexibil-
ity!   
 
Mary’s complete faith in God made it possible for h er to be open to receiving the greatest blessing 
ever bestowed on a woman.  How many of us can say:  “Let the Holy Spirit do with me as He pleases--
take me, put me where you want me, when you want me  there, doing what you want me to do?” What 
great blessings may we miss from the hands of our L ord because we do not trust enough to open our-
selves totally to His will? 
 
Change of any kind can be uncomfortable, unsettling , even frightening and traumatic.  We, like Mary, 
can acquire the courage to accept and even to welco me change if we have sought the will of God 
and placed our trust in Him.  We can begin to becom e more flexible and open to God’s will by seeking 
it in the day to day activities of our lives, perso nally and as a congregation.  By being willing to s et 
aside our own presuppositions, plans and preference s and  earnestly seeking and praying for His will 
and direction in the matters of our lives and our c hurch, we can, like Mary, become better able to ex-
perience all that our wise and loving Father has pr epared for us and to know peace and joy in the 
midst of change. 
 
As we spend time preparing to celebrate the birth o f our Lord during this Advent season, let us pray 
that our hearts may grow more like that of His fait hful and blessed mother, Mary and let us look forwa rd 
with great anticipation and wonder to the joyful fu lfillment of lives lived totally surrendered to the  will, 
direction and control of the Holy Spirit.
